Responsibilities

· Provide visionary leadership to the CHRIST Missions Leadership Team in providing a comprehensive mission effort for Christ Church.
· Provide supervision, encouragement, and support to the CHRIST Missions Leadership Team while continuing to identify and recruit additional volunteers.
· Be a shining light and shine a light on the marginalized in our world.
· Educate the congregation and the community about mission and outreach.
· Build a congregational culture of expectation that discipleship includes service and mission.
· Partner with Discipleship to develop training in personal evangelism/witnessing, community outreach, and other necessary and appropriate areas to reach locally and globally with the Gospel Story.
· Seek ways to encourage Christ Church members to participate in hands-on missions locally and globally via mission trips, projects such as Church Has Left the Building, the God-Size Project, Project Hope, and programs that address the needs of vulnerable populations.
· Facilitate and manage all mission opportunities at Christ Church.
· Plan and implement a calendar for mission opportunities.
· Ensure effective communication about Christ Church missions throughout the church and community, including extensive and consistent use of social media platforms.
· Develop and execute a system by which mission efforts and opportunities are evaluated for effectiveness.

· Prepare and maintain the annual Mission Ministry budget.
· Function as the spokesperson for the Christ Church Mission Ministry Program with the congregation, and Global Methodist Conference.
· Establish and develop relationships with community churches, organizations, and agencies interested in collaboration on mission-related programs for the marginalized.
· Attend staff meetings and all other necessary meetings.
· All other duties as assigned by the Executive Director of Ministries and Programs.
